📘 Definition & Description
A Bull Holder is a handheld veterinary device used to restrain and control bulls or other large cattle by clamping onto the nasal septum or existing nose ring. It’s an essential tool for ensuring safety and cooperation during medical procedures, grooming, breeding, or transportation.

·  Designs:
· Plier-style tongs
· Spring-loaded or screw-lock clamps
· Chain or rope attachments for better control
·  Sizes:
· Approx. 6–8 inches in length
· Chain extension: 16–35 cm depending on model
·  Operation:
· Manual, requires physical control and experience

Q: What is a Bull Holder?
🔹 A veterinary device used to grip and restrain a bull’s nose during medical or physical procedures.

Q: Is it reusable?
🔹 Yes – clean and disinfect between each use for safety.
